Instruction
The English Language teacher is expected to provide quality instruction for the students at ERV in
accordance with the school’s established curriculum, school policies and expectations.

e Test, evaluate and monitor students’ effort and achievement in accordance with the
school’s established assessment and grading procedures and adjust teaching strategies
accordingly
e Set and mark homework on a regular basis, ensuring that qualitative and quantitative
feedback is given to individual students
e Utilise non-teaching time during the school day for professional duties which include, but
are not limited to, lesson planning, parent conferences, departmental meetings, marking,
student meetings and breaktime duties
e Be familiar with student past academic records and address individual student needs as
necessary.
